

















PRINCESS BLUE EYES Hite ‘80 Tet 26” Mid Dor. 5”
This is a lovely wine with a slightly bluer eye. Not one of the most modern now but still a beauty.

PUG YARBOROUGH Carpenter ‘90 Dip 20” Mid/Re SEv 6"
A beautifully pristine apricot bloom with a striking rose red eye and wide green throat. Sells on sight.
PUMPKIN KID Spalding °87 Dip 18” Mid/Re Evr 5%”
Another beautiful pristine bloom. Bright orange with a red eye.

RADIANT MOONBEAM Larch’78 Dip 36” Mid/Late Sev 6'%”
Fantastic near white lily form.

RANDALL MOORE Reinke ‘99 Tet 29” Mid Dor 77

A perfect triangular red with huge yellow throat. Stunning.

RIGHT ON  Stevens 80 Tet 267 Mid Dor 5”7

Pinky beige with a bright red eye which is very eye catching. Very pretty and rarely offered.
ROCKET CITY Hardy ’67 Tet 36” Mid Dor 6”

Wow. This stands out right across the garden. Tall and strong orange with red eye.

ROUND MIDNIGHT Mercer 92 Tet 30” Early/Mid/Re Ev. 6~

This is always a good garden plant, a really dark purple and reliably lots of rebloom.

RUE MADELEINE Carr ‘92 Tet 277 Mid/Re Ev 5%

Burgundy purple self. Stunning in a clump and much admired here.

RUSSIAN RHAPSODY Munson’74 Tet 30” Mid SEv 6”
Lovely purple with slightly darker eye.

SCARLET ORBIT Gates ’85 Tet 22” Early SEv. 6”

Round, slightly ruffled red with darker halo and yellow green throat.

SCATTERBRAIN  Joiner ’89 Dip 32” Mid/Late SEv. 6”

One of the latest flowers to bloom here, this is an immaculate light pinky peach double.
SECRET SPLENDOUR Salter ‘93 Tet 25” Mid/Late. Ev. 6”
Light lavender rose bloom, large green throat. Reliable edge in warmer weather. Terrific.
SEMINOLE WIND Stamile ‘93 Tet 35” Mid/Re. Sev. 6%”
Very pretty ruffled glowy pink self.

SERENA DANCER Marshall ‘86 Tet 28  Mid/Late. Dor 5”
Lovely dark red. Possibly a light yellow edge in warmer weather.

SHERRY LANE CARR Carr ‘93 Tet 23” Early/Mid Ev. 6”

A yellow/apricot bloom. The heavily ruffled gold edge is apparent even in cooler climates.
SILKEN TOUCH  Stamile ‘93 Dip 23” Early/Mid/Re. SEv. 6”
A superb bloom, very round and ruffled rose pink with a green throat. Really sumptuous.

SILVER VEIL Munson ’77 Dip 28” Early/Mid/Re. Ev. §”

Pale lilac self, lovely form and repeats reliably here.

SINGS THE BLUES Hansen ‘90 Dip 24” Mid/Late SEv. 6”

A very beautiful bloom of lavender with the hint of a blue eye, reliable rebloomer. Very pretty.
SIR MODRED Webster’90 Dip 24”7 Mid Dor. 5%”

Almost the blackest daylily in the garden. Much admired and one of my favourites
SMUGGLERS GOLD Pickles *91 Tet 24”7 Mid Dor 6”
Great gold bloom infused with bronze. Always admired in the garden and very good clump in no time.
SPANISH GLOW  Dsalter’88 Tet 26~ Mid/Late/Re SEv 5”

The most beautiful peachy orange — a real glow with great and long garden presence.

STREET URCHIN Kirchhoff 92 Tet 25” Mid/Re Ev. 5%

A bright red bloom with an almond edge. Extremely beautiful.

SUSAN WEBER Branch 93 Dip 26” Late Dor. 6”

A wonderful late daylily for the garden. A pink bloom with a deeper rose edge and a yellow throat.
SVENGALI Moldovan ’89 Tet 30” Mid SEv. 6%”

Light salmon pink with a maroon eye. Very different.

THREE DIAMONDS Whately ‘86 Tet 277 Mid Dor 6”
This is a very large good dark red with a very outstanding green throat. I love it!

TIME TO BELIEVE Pickles ‘00 Tet 28” Mid/Re Dor 5Y%”
Another of the Pickles 2000 collection. Delicate melon with mauve eye. Extremely pretty.
TUNE THE HARP Hansen ‘94 Dip 26”7 Mid/Re SEv  6”

This is so pretty. A creamy lavender with gentle ruffling.
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TUOLUMNE FAIRY TALE Kirchhoff ‘90 Tet 26” Early/Mid SEv. 6” £12-00
Large pale near white flower with gold edges. Described as a vigorous full form and reliable rebloomer.

VERA BIAGLOW  Moldovan ’86 Tet 287 Mid/Late Dor 6” £6-00
Very rounded and ruffled vivid rose pink with a yellow throat. Sometimes there is a silvery edge.

SMALL AND MINJIATURE FLOWERING VARIETIES

ABSOLUTE ZERO Millikan ‘86 Dip 20” Mid Sev. 44> £5-00
Near white ruffled self.

AGE OF MIRACLES Pickles ’00. Tet 26” Early/Mid/Re Dor 4%%” £13-50
Creamy mauve with burgundy eye, yellow banding on petal edge.

BROADWAY BOLD EYES G. Stamile ’95. Tet 20” Early/Mid SEv. 3~ £9-50
One of Grace Stamile’s wonderful Broadway daylilies. The flower is cream with a purple eye. Very reliable bloomer.
CELTIC CHRISTMAS Trimmer *95 Tet 20” Mid Dor 3%” £10-50
Perfect round slightly ruffled red self. Superb. A must have.

CHORUS LINE KID G. Stamile ‘91 Tet 26” Early/Mid/Re Dor. 3%” £5-00
Pretty daylily pink with a rose eye and good fragrance.

CHRISTMAS IS Yancey 79 Tet 20” Mid/Re Dor 4%” £4-50
Wonderful glowy red with outstanding yellow/green throat. Very much admired in the garden. AM 1985.

COYOTE MOON  Kirchhoff *94 Tet 28” Early/Mid/Re Ev. 37 £6-00
Sweet medium yellow bloom with greyish faded halo.

CUSTARD CANDY Stamile 89 Tet 247 Mid/Re Dor 4Y4” £7-50
One of the great candy series. Creamy yellow with a maroon eye and gold edge.

DAGGY Joiner °93 Dip 20” Ear/Re Ev. 37 £7-50
Wonderful dainty bloom with a great garden presence. Yellow ochre with dark red eye.

DEVIL’S FOOTPRINT Salter °92 Dip 18”7 Mid SEv. 3%” £7-50
This is a very precise bloom, a wonderful shade of yellow with a subtle cherry red halo. Rarely offered in the UK.
DEWBERRY CANDY Stamile’91 Tet 22” Mid Dor 3% £7-50
Pale yellow with a distinctive black eye.

DOUBLE OH SEVEN Cruse/McCrone’78 Dip 20” Early/Mid Sev. 2% £5-00
Pretty fuschia self.

DRAGONS EYE Salter 91 Dip 24” Mid/Late/Re Sev 47 £6-00
Stunning bloom much used for breeding. Pastel pink with a striking rose red eye.

FORSYTH LEMON DROP LeFever ‘86 Dip 24” Early/Mid/Re Ev. 357 £5-00
Amazing flower power. From the time it starts it is never out of flower right up to November — lemon yellow.
INDIAN GIVER Ferguson’91 Dip 20” Early/Mid/Re SEv  4%” £7-50
Purple with a lavender edge and purple watermark. Very pretty.

JUSTIN GEORGE Apps ‘95 Dip 30” Mid/Re Dor  2%” £8-00
Wonderful orange gold blend with deeper orange band.

LITTLE BUSINESS Maxwell °71 Dip 157 Mid/Re SEv 3” £4-50
Cute red self.

MARION CALDWELL Pickles *00 Tet 26” Ear/Re SEv 4% £12-50
The bloom is a rosy red with a darker halo and lighter watermark, cool lemon throat. Repeats reliably here.

MAY MAY  Hayward 76 Dip 30” Ear/Mid/Re SEv 3%” £5-00
This is a creamy yellow, old trumpet form but has a good scent and is never out of bloom from early June.

MORRIE OTTE E. Salter *94 Dip 18” Mid SEv. 2%” £9-00
A mauve lavender bloom with a silver frost washed eye on petals and sepals over a large yellow/green throat
MUFFET’S LITTLE FRIEND Dickerson’90 Dip 28” Mid Dor. 4” £7-00
Delightful cherry red lily flowered daylily. One of our favourites here.

NOUVEAU RICHE Apps 90 Dip 26” Mid/Re Dor 4% £6-00
Always demanded from the nursery, first time in the catalogue. Rich red with orange back giving a hot look.

ORCHID CANDY  Stamile’94 Tet 23” Early/Mid/Re Dor. 4Yv4” £8-00
Orchid Lavender bloom with a striking black purple eye.

SILOAM POCKET SIZE Henry ‘82 Dip 20” Mid Dor 3%” £5-00
Pretty rose red bloom with a red halo.

STRAWBERRY FIELDS FOREVER Stamile ‘97 Tet 26” Early/Mid Ev. 4'5” £11-50

This is a soft medium pink with a strawberry rose eye and matching picotee/ small green throat. Stunning!
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TWO FACES OF EVE Pickles <00 Tet 28” Early/Mid SEv. 4%” £16-50

A fantastic round and ruffled blend of peachy pink/ double edge of gold and mauve and a speckled mauve band.
WITHOUT WARNING Peat ‘98 Tet 28” Mid SEv. 4'5” £16-00 **
Light cream orange with burgundy eye and picotee edge. Great bloom from good breeder. Still rare

SPIDER AND UNUSUAL FORMS

ASIATIC PHEASANT Knower °73 Dip 22” Mid/Late Dor. 6” £7-50
Really stunning burnt orange spidery unusual form. It twists and turns well. Great late bloom.

BLACK ICE Roberts ‘00 Dip 32” Mid SEv. 7%” £16-00
True spider of wonderful form and great colour. Good black purple.

BLACK PLUSH Connell ‘55 Dip 32 Mid Ev. 6” £5-00

A good red black spider.

BRENDA NEWBOLD King/Lamone ’87 Dip 28” Early/Mid Dor 6” £12-50
Wonderful unusual form, the flower twists and curves and is a pale pure pink with a lemon green throat.

BROWN WITCH Reed 99 Dip 36”7 Mid Dor 6” £17-50 **
Intriguing brown true spider with a Trahlyta eye. I plant only.

CONCORDE NELSON Reeve ‘98 Dip 27” Mid Ev. 6% £17-50 **

Stunning daylily. (see the photograph — it says it all). Unknowingly sold in the past as Conny Reeve
With apologies — now confirmed with the breeder as Concorde Nelson.

CORAL SPIDER Reinke ’98 Dip 39”7 Mid Dor. 7%” £12-00
This is a beautiful light coral bloom with slight gold ribbing in hot conditions.

DICK KITCHINGMAN King/Lamone‘01 Dip 36”7 Mid Dor 8” £19-50 **
The picture says it all. Wonderful glowy pinky red unusual form, loads of branching and good grower

DIPPED IN INK Reeve ’98 Dip 33” Early/Mid Sev. §” £17-50
Purple and light yellow bicolour. Wonderful in a clump.

ELFIN DAYDREAM Burkey ’95 Dip 377 Mid Dor. 7 £12-00
Beautiful unusual lavender self.

FLUTTERBYE Childs 82 Dip 26” Mid Dor. 6” £7-00
Lavender daylily with a light paler edge. Lovely in the garden.

FUN FLING Childs 81 Dip 28” Ear/Re Dor 6%” £7-50
Stunning purple self, unusual with lots of movement, star in the garden.

GADSDEN GOLIATH Reinke ’90 Dip 36” Mid SEv  9%” £9-50
Huge red self with golden midribs. Great.

GRANDMA KISSED ME Reeve 98 Dip 32” Mid/Late Dor 7'%” £18-50
Stunning daylily which was on my 2006 catalogue cover. Red/orange with yellow markings.

IVELYN BROWN  Joiner’74 Dip 26” Mid Dor §8” £9-00
Beautiful subtle unusual form — pale melon pink. Repeats well for us.

JESSICA LILIAN Childs’80 Dip 26” Mid/Re Dor 6% £7-00
Very pretty purple unusual form with darker eye.

JUDGE ROY BEAN Reinke 97 Dip 39” Mid/Late Dor 9” £12-00
Stunning persimmon gold spider with paler ribbing.

GADSDEN GOLIATH Reinke ’90 Dip 36” Mid SEv  9%” £10-00
Huge red self with golden midribs. Great.

HOLLY DANCER Warrell ’88 Dip 32” Mid/Late 7’ £14-50
In my opinion still one of the best spiders ever.

KAREN’S CURLS Reinke *97 Dip 31~ Mid Dor 74" £14-50
Superb lavender and cream bitone.

LACY MARIONETTE Tarrant ’87 Dip 26” Early/Mid Ev 7’ £7-00
Precise pale yellow spiders.

LONG JOHN SILVER Hansen ‘98 Dip 36” Early/Mid SEv. 6)” £12-00
This is a very pleasing unusual form, light lavender in colour with a small yellow throat.

LONG STOCKING Stamile ’97 Tet 36” Mid Ev. 91,7 £10-00
Great red spider.

MIDNIGHT MANTIS King/Lamone 1999 24”  Mid Dor 6” £18-00
This is a striking purple unusual. Early morning opener. It has lots of blooms and is fragrant as well.

MINNIE WILDFIRE Reinke 02 Dip 34” Mid/Late. Dor. 4” £12-50

One of the mini unusual form. Interesting brown/red blend.
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MYNELLES STARFISH Hayward ’84 Dip 20” Mid Dor 10”
Unusual form with star shaped ivory flowers which are flat and huge.

NONA'’S GARNET SPIDER Ford 92 Dip 36”7 Mid SEv 6”
Spidery garnet red blooms over a long season and lots of them.

ON SILKEN THREAD Lambertson °98 Tet 36” Mid Ev. 9”
Very interesting blend of pale orange with a darker orange eyezone.

OPEN HEARTH Lambert ‘80 Dip 26”7 Mid Dor 9”
Wonderful glowing red unusual with a large yellow throat. Often polytepals.

PAUL WEBER King/Lamone’00 Dip 30” Early/Mid Dor 97
A beautiful lemon yellow crispate unusual form.

PRAGUE SPRING Lambert ‘85 Dip 30” Mid Dor 7’

This is a greeny pink blend. Hard to describe but lots of blooms and performs well once established.
PRISSY FRILLS Childs’81 Dip 28” Mid/Re Dor 77

Very pretty lavender unusual.

RUBY SPIDER Stamile’92 Tet 34” Early/Mid Dor 97

Very pretty lavender unusual.

SCORPIO Wheeler °47 Dip 36” Mid/Late Dor 9”

This is a big garden stand out. A true spider yellow with light orange overlay.

SPIDER MAN Durio ‘85 Tet 25” Mide Dor. 7

Brilliant red star shaped spidery daylily. Increases well and a great garden plant.
STARMANS QUEST Burkey ’89 Dip 40~ Mid Dor 77
Wonderful violet mauve with dark purple eye, unusual form.

TARANTULA Griffiths °89 Dip 40~ Mid/Late Dor 8%”
Spidery orange and yellow bitone, brilliant late bloom, fantastic in a clump

WILD HORSES Trimmer *99 Tet 377 Mid/Re 7”

This is creamy yellow with dark purple halo. One of my absolute favourites.
